RESOLUTION OF THE
WHITE MOUNTAIN APACHE TRIBE OF THE
FORT APACHE INDIAN RESERVATION

WHEREAS, requests have been made for the placement of eight additional Volunteers
in Service to America (Vista Volunteers) on the Fort Apache Indian
Reservation, three to be assigned to Cibecue, three to Whiteriver,

one in McNary and ome in Cedar Creek as stated in the attached job
descriptions, and

WHEREAS, the Arizona State University Vista Training Staff wishes to train its
volunteers for four weeks on the site to which they will be assigned, and

WHEREAS, this method of training volunteers would allow the communzty people to
observe the performance of a volunteer before he is permanently assigned,

BE IT RESOLVED that the White Mountain Apache Tribe hereby requests the placement
of eight additional volunteers to live in the communities specified and
to do the jobs stated in the attached request,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Tribe requests the Arizona State Training Staff
to train eight volunteers on this reservation in the communities to
which they will be assigned if they successfully complete the training
program,

The foregoing resolution was on January 4, 1967 duly adopted by a vote of 10
for and_ 0 against by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache Tribe,
pursuant to authority vested in it by Article V, Section 1 (i) of the Amended
Constitution and By-Laws of the Tribe, ratified by the Tribe June 27, 1958 and
approved by the Secretary of the Interior on May 29, 1958, pursuant to Section

16 of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984),
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
