Twenty-eight students and staff of the East Fork Lutheran High School will be
traveling to California from December 4 - 6, 2003, to participate in the Great
Western Shoot Out and to sing at St. Paul’s in Riverside, Califoria; and

the trip will provide a tremendous leamning experience for the students as they will
experience new places and share ideas with schools from Phoenix, Seattle and

Wildomar, California; further the students will speak about the reservation after
church; and

total cost of the trip is $6,000 and the students and parents have raised $3,500.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Tribal Council of the White Mountain Apache Tribe that it hereby

approves to assist these students with $3,000-$1,500 from the Rodeo-Chediski
Donation Account and $1,500 from the tribal contributions account.
